5) DT2-AF1 Wide Band A/F Sensor Shows Good Results We're getting reports of good results from our DT2-AF1 and DT2-AF2 single and dual channel A/F sensors. Mitch Stevens of Tallahassee, FL is using our Remote Sampler which pulls a sample from the vehicle's tailpipe on his DataMite equipped chassis dyno. The data is very repeatable from run to run. Chris Mills of Mighty Mills Motorsports in North Carolina says "I found half a HP in about 20 minutes on my alcohol, blue plate, restricted Briggs motor" by measuring A/F and adjusting the jetting. Chris is using a "extension pipe" he attaches to the end of the existing exhaust pipe, with the sensor installed inside it. Measuring A/F is the next wave of testing that will be hitting the kart dyno market. You don't want to be left behind.
