-------------------------------------------3) Updated Port Flow Analyzer v3.0 E Our Port Flow Analyzer is now up to v3.0 E. Version 3.0 E's major improvement is now it can run a test of varying Test Pressure (instead of valve lift) when flowing components like mufflers or air cleaners. This entire test procedure can be automated if you are using a SuperFlow bench with a motor controller. Just set up the first point, press the <F1> key to record the first data point and the program records the data and has the motor controller set the next point and proceeds until all points are set and recorded. Other improvements include screen colors more compatible with Windows XP, minor bug fixes, working better with our own affordable "Black Box" data logger, linking to our website, and displaying the user's manual directly from inside the program, and more. 4) Updated Suspension Analyzer v1.1 C.016 Our Suspension Analyzer is now up to v3.0 C.016. Version C.016's major improvements include: Several refinements for reading our DataMite (or other manufacturer's) data logger's shock sensor data to show actual vehicle movement on the track, new Preference lets you show shock and shock sensor length changes instead of spring angles, 3 link and 4 link lengths and angles are now displayed, screen colors more compatible with Windows XP, an example file for an approximate "2002 Lefthander" chassis is now available, minor bug fixes, linking to our website, and displaying the user's manual directly from inside the program, and more.
