1) New Installers for Demo Programs Windows XP has introduced some occasional problems when installing demos and purchased software. Therefore, we've updated the installer for all demos on our website. Unfortunately, this updated installer does have some problems on earlier operating systems, and rarely on even XP and 2000 machines (depending on what other software is already installed). All the CDs we now ship have both installers available. If you are downloading a demo from our website and have problems installing or running the program, email us requesting the alternate "earlier" installer. Some of the more popular demos on the website have both the "XP" installer and the alternate "earlier" installer for you to try.

2) New Product: A/F Gauge DT2-AFG We've now got an A/F measurement gauge/controller/sensor package which requires no computer at all, part number DT2-AFG. This $419 system looks like a typical tachometer or oil pressure gauge with a digital readout and analog LED "needle" sweeping 250 degrees. It also provides an analog output so it can also be used in conjunction with our DataMite or Black Box II Data Logger systems. 3) New Sensor for DataMite Systems, Analog Infra-Red Tire Temp Sensor Up until now, we had to use infra-red thermocouples for monitoring tire temperatures. Now we have a new sensor which can be plugged into the 0-5 volt analog channels of our DataMites, the DT2-IRA for $135. This sensor is less expensive than the previous sensors and is more flexible, because it uses the same channel type as pressure and shock sensors. Thermocouple channels can only be used for thermocouples measuring temperature, which limits your options in the data logger itself. 4) New Options for Remote A/F Analyzer System We added 3 new options to our remote A/F Sampler. (A/F is "air to fuel ratio" and is a measurement of how rich or lean the engine is running, which is critical to best power tuning of the carb or EFI system.) Our DT2-ARF remote sampler is ideal for chassis dynos or dynos for small engines, where the standard UEGO exhaust oxygen sensor would be too restrictive in the exhaust. The remote sampler provides a probe which can be placed in the tail pipe, or attached to a fitting on the side of the exhaust header. A small exhaust sample is then pulled from the exhaust system and passed by our DT2-AF1 or DT2-AF2 (dual sensor) systems for accurate measurement of A/F. These new options include: 


DT2-AFR2 provides 2 probes and chambers for dual A/F sensors. This would allow, for example, to measure left and right exhaust pipe A/F. 


DT2-AFRC provides clamps to clip to the exhaust tail pipe. 


DT2-AFRV provides 220 VAC pumps for use in Europe or Asia. 


DT2-AFRT provides small volume traps to remove some of the oil aerosol from 2 stroke engine exhaust, to extend sensor life.

5) New Practice Tree Options Our popular Practice Tree has 2 new Preferences added. 


You can now select the amount of "Starter Delay Time", the time between the last Staged Light, and the start of the Tree Light Sequence. The options are "Random Starter Delay Time" (what we've always had), and the new "User Specified Starter Delay Time", with options from "Very Quick" to "Very Slow" 


You can now have the external switches swap from left to right lane. This is most useful for our Single Foot Switch option, which previously worked only for the left lane. Now you can have this switch control either the left or right lane.
