6) Released 32 Bit version of Drag Race DataMite Software Now On Website We have posted the new 32 bit version of Drag Race DataMite, version 3.2 on the website for you to download. This is the first official Windows software for our 4 channel and new 30 channel DataMite and DataMite II data loggers designed specifically for Drag Racing. It comes in either Standard or Pro versions. Both versions have automatic finding and time zeroing of runs; overlay graphs with zooming features; comments and critical run conditions like weather, ET, MPH saved with each run; calibration of most any type of sensor, and more. The Pro version ($100) adds a full Log Book to record all details of your runs; linking to our Suspension Analyzer or 4 Link Calculator for analysis of shock sensor data; graph features of time aligning, dual cursors, overlay 3 or more runs, customizing printouts; comparison reports (columns of numbers) of 2 or more runs; Filter option to find specific tests, writing ASCII files for exporting to other programs, and more. If you have already received the earlier Windows Drag Race DataMite v2.0 software (which had no manual at that time), this is a free upgrade. 7) Noise Fix for DataMite Thermocouples (temp sensors) We've found a way to reduce the noise (spikes) from the new Dual Channel Thermocouple Analog Converter (DTM-AKK), especially for head temps. If you own one of these Dual Converters (has two 4 pin connectors and one 6 pin connector on it), this is a free upgrade. Return it to Czech Mate Ent., 2522 Millrace Dr, St. Peters, MO, 63376. Include a note with your return address and say "Please install the new grounding to reduce noise." This may take 1-2 weeks. If you need this returned very quickly, call 248-473-9230 to arrange for fast turnaround.�-------------------------------------------
