1) Road Race & Circle Track DataMite Has New Lap and Segment Analysis Features We've been concentrating a lot on this version of our DataMite software lately, and have just added some new features. Most of these concern report options for Lap to Lap analysis, and Lap Segment to Lap Segment analysis. 2) New, Less Expensive Amplifier for Load Cells We've developed a new, smaller, less expensive strain gauge amplifier for load cells. At $175, it costs less than half of the previous DT2-LCC which was $375. Another advantage is that it can be packaged inside our analog converter boxes for the smaller 4 channel DataMite, making for a cleaner installation. This can save you about $200 if you wanted to do a Dyno DataMite installation for a water brake dyno with a load cell.

3) DataMite Can Be Direct Replacement for Depac (tm) Dyno Data Acquisition We recently replaced a DOS Depac dyno system with one of our DataMite systems. We replaced their "old technology" tach generator (which requires calibration) with our standard, inexpensive, "new technology" "pulse timing" RPM input. Our "pulse timing" RPM signal comes from very precisely measuring the time between each RPM pulse signal (typically once a revolution). This way you get an instant update of RPM each revolution, and the answer is exactly correct, no calibration needed. We've been doing RPM like this "from day one" with all our DataMites. We also used the existing Depac load cell and wiring with our new Internal Load Cell Amp described in item 2 above. You can update your Depac system to Windows 95, 98, Me, XP, 2000 or NT for well under $1000.
